MOUNTING GUARD OR SHIELD INSTALLATION

1. Seal arm thread using Teflon tape or silicone sealant. Wire Guard and Poly Shield mount with (4) #8-32 Stainless Steel

2. Secure the LED flood to a 1/2"NPS hole in a junction box or Screws. Screws are provided with accessory. See Figure 2 for Guard.

3. Plug all unused holes and seal threads with silicone.

0-10V DIMMABLE WIRING

1. Line up guard with pre-existing, pre-drilled holes in frame as

shown, tighten screws.
The swivel arm on the LED flood allows 140° - 150° of vertical

2. Connect the black fixture lead to the LINE supply lead. -a'/
3. Connect the white fixture lead to the COMMON supply lead. ®
4. Connect the GROUND wire from fixture to supply ground. Do

NOT connect the GROUND of the dimming fixture to the output.
Connect the purple fixture lead to the DIM V+ lead.
Connect the gray fixture lead to the DIM V- lead.

2. Be sure the fixture is grounded properly.
3. Is the photocell, if used, functioning properly?
