3. Screw the LED lamp into the i
corresponding socket.

(Fig.3)
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Securely fasten the ground wire to the main body structure. If the wire is damaged in any way please replace.
(Do not use existing burnt out wire). If needed, the replacement ground wire must be 1.0mm in size and insulated from heat.

FOR INSTALLATION USING SUPPORT STAND

For installation in downward facing horizontal fixture, use support with double’prongs’Cut to desired
length after installation. (Fig.4)

Illuminated Side

1. Put the lamp into the fixture 2. Unfold the lamp body 3. Finish the installation

WARNING:THE LAMP BODY MUST BE EXTENDED WITH 2 SIDES TO LIGHT UP
