« These LED Lamps require all ballasts, capacitors, and ignitors to be bypassed or removed. Do not operate lamps on
existing ballasts.

« Do not use with standard dimmers.

 This device is notintended for use with emergency exits.

* For use in enclosed fixtures.

* Before installation make certain the AC power to the fixture is off.
