Firmly bend Grid
Clips up and out

1. Firmly bend the pre-installed Grid Clips (up and out as shown in
Fig. 1).

2. Rotate and slide the Fixture as required to fit through the
Tee-Grid Bar and place it as indicated by the directional arrow

as shown in Fig. 2. Secure the Fixture to the Tee-Grid Bar.

3. Some Jurisdictions require Support Wire. Support Wires
may be installed to support the Fixture to building structure
through the Grid Clip Holes as shown in Fig. 3 (support wires

provided by others).

4. Make sure that the orientation of the Splice Box and Access
Plate face an acessible tile to make electrical splices.

5. Loosen Access Plate Screw (Fig. 2) and remove the Access
Plate. Knock out appropriate Conduit Knockouts on the
Access Plate to route input conduit. Use appropriate conduit
connectors as required by code (Fig. 4).

6. Connect wires as shown in wiring diagram (Fig. 6). Push all - Support Wire
wires back into the Splice Box. Use appropriate UL-approved GridClip Clip Hole (supplied by others)
wire connectors as required by code to complete wiring.

Be careful not to pinch wires. WARNING: To prevent wiring

damage or abrasion, do not expose wiring to edges of sheet
metal or other sharp objects.
