.4  Connect it to the city wire and tighten it to the top ceiling. the

installation is complete (Fig.6).
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WIRING

1. Ensure power is off  to the fi xture to avoid risk of shock.

2. Be sure to remove PIR40 Sensor pin protector before installing

3. Remove the 1/2” Knockout with a screwdriver and install the
Sensor Kit onto fi xture (Fig. 8)  as per sensor kit instructions.
