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DIMENSIONAL DRAWINGS 

Our disk lights are compatible with most common recessed 
housings: the 4’’ disk with 4’’ housings, and the 6’’ disk with 6’’ 
housings. The lamp socket kit is sold separately, which includes the 
E26 adapter, the bracket, screws, nuts, and friction clips for 
installation in recessed housings.

Then put the bracket on the back of disk light, aligning it with 
Disk Light with screws to achieve a tight fit inside the housing. 
(4”5”6” means 4”5”6” can housing installation hole) (Fig.11)
