3. Secure Visor on fixture with (3) PM5*8-SS Screws (provided) as
shown in Fig. 2

4. Optional laser for aiming, loosen (2) CM4%*25 Screws from
Aiming Laser Assembly (sold separately); attach the Assembly
in the Keyhole Slots and tighten (2) Screws (Fig. 3).

5. Set fixture in place and install 3/4"Bolt, Flat Washers, Spring

Washer and Nut to securely fasten the fixture Mounting 3/4" Bolt
Bracket to the mounting structure. A secondary position 34 /‘EZ
Locking Bolt (3/8” diameter corrosion resistant steel bolt with Spring Washy‘
nut, flat washer and locking washer) shall be used to lock the 3/4" 3,\14:

Slipfitter Adaptor is sold separately (P1SF).

1. Secure the Visor to the fixture using (3) PM5*8-SS Screws
(torque: 30-45 in-Ibf or 3.5 to 5 N-m) as shown in Fig. 5.

2. Align the center hole of the Horizontal Aiming Protractor
with the Mounting Bracket, then attach the Horizontal
Aiming Protractor to the Bracket.

3. Loosen the (2) CM4*25 Screws from the Aiming Assembly
(sold separately), and attach the Aiming Assembly (sold
separately) in the Keyhole Slots and tighten the (2) Screws to
a torque of 30-45 in-Ibf (3.5 to 5 N-m).

4. Secure the Slipfitter Adapter onto the Mounting Bracket
with (2) 3/4-inch Bolts, Spring Washer, and Nut tightening
to 35-45 ft-Ibf (47 to 60 N-m). Then snap the pole into the
2-3/8 inch Tenon and lock it in place using (3) 3/8 x 0.787-
inch Screws tightened to 10-15 ft-Ibf (14 to 18 N-m). Ensure
the wiring is completed according to the wiring diagram,
observing proper voltage and polarity. Use Waterproof
Connectors, tighten the Screws and ensure a secure
waterproof condition.

5. Slightly loosen the fixture aiming screws just enough to allow
the fixture to rotate and tilt. Turn on the Laser and use the
Aiming Assembly to position the fixture according to the
lighting design.

6. Once aiming is complete, tighten all Bolts and Screws
including the M1650-SS Hex Bolt (26-33 ft-Ibf (35 to 45 N-m)
and the CM616-SS Set Screws (35-75 in-1bf (4-8 N-m) on the
sides of the fixture and mounting hardware.

(by others). Insert both clamping Hex Bolts through Washer,
Bracket, other side of Bracket, lock Washer and Hex Bolt
(35-45 ft-1bf(47 to 60 N-m).

Set fixture in place and install Bolt, Flat Washer, Spring
Washer and Nut to securely fasten the fixture Mounting
Bracket to the Square Beam Mounting Bracket (35-45 ft-
Ibf(47 to 60 N-m). A secondary 3/8 inch diameter corrosion
resistant steel Bolt with Nut, Flat Washer and Locking Washer
shall be used to lock the orient (15-20ft-Ibf (20-30 N-m). Do not
fully tighten the hardware until the fixture is aiming, just
make sure the fixture is secure.

Observing proper voltage and polarity, complete the wiring
according to the wiring diagram with the Waterproof
Connectors, tighten the Screw, make sure it on a good water
proof conditions.

Slightly loosen the fixture aiming screws just enough to allow
the fixture to rotate and tilt. Turn on the Laser and using
Aiming Assembly to aim the fixture to the proper point may
according to the lighting design.

After aiming is complete, tighten all Bolts and Screws
including M16*50-SS Hex Bolt (26-33 ft-I1bf (35 to 45 N-m) and
CM6*16-SS Set Screws (35-75 in-1bs or 4-8 N-m) located on the
side of the fixture, along with the mounting hardware.

1. Secure Power Box Mounting Rail to the light Pole using 3 metal cable ties (by others) see Fig. 8.

2. Hang the Power Box on Hook on the Mounting Rail (note the arrow direction is facing up). Secure the Power Box to the Mounting
Rail with (4) CM6*16-SS Allen Screws. Connect the input Waterproof Connector and the output Waterproof Connector
respectively.

3. The Power Box Mounting Rail receives AC power up from the Junction Box (by others) and outputs DC Power that is fed back down
into the Junction Box.

4. The Power Box Mounting Rail AC and DC cables will be through 42 inch metal conduit with fittings and terminated directly to the
Junction Box (by others).

1. Attach the Power Box Mounting Rail to the Fixed Plate using (2) M5*6 Dowel Pins as shown in Fig. 9.

Use (2) CM6*180 Bolts to secure the Power Box Mounting Rail.

Hang the Power Box on the Hook of the Mounting Rail (ensure the arrow is facing upwards), then tighten the Screws. After that,
connect the input and output Waterproof Connectors respectively.

4. The Power Box Mounting Rail receives AC power from the Junction Box (by others) and outputs DC power, which is then fed back
into the Junction Box (by others).

4. The AC and DC cables of the Power Box Mounting Rail will pass through 42 inch metal conduit with fittings and will be directly

connected to the Junction Box (by others).
