Wire live (black) wire with fixture black
wire and wire neutral (white) wire with fixture white wire.
Wire ground (yellow&green) with fixture ground
(yellow&green) wire. Carefully tuck wires inside J-Box. (Fig.3)

4. Push the fixture without trim into the J-box. Secure and lock
the fixture with the screws. (Fig.4)

5. Fasten the magnetic trim to the fixture. Magnetic color trims is
optional as optional accessory. (Fig.5)

6. Make sure the fixture is flush with the ceiling. (Fig.6)
